What is Sexual Violence? 

There are many types of sexual violence, including rape, child sexual abuse, and intimate partner 

sexual violence-and other crimes and forms of violence may arise jointly in these instances.  

• Every 73 seconds, an American is sexually assaulted 

• 1 out of every 6 American women has been the victim of an attempted or completed rape in 

her lifetime (14.8% completed, 2.8% attempted). 

• 9 out of every 10 victims of rape are female
